The meeting began with introductions.

John Hooker went over a few things from the previous meeting such as the mission statement.  Mr. Hooker stated that he would send a copy to everyone on the committee of the finalized mission statement. John Buckman added that a shorter plan is much better than a longer one.

Mr. Hooker said that he needs the spreadsheets of training assessments from the following counties: Washington, Orange, Lawrence, Brown, the rest of Bartholomew and Jackson.  It was mentioned that the deadline for getting the spreadsheet to the Monroe County EMA office by the next meeting on November 21.  Tom Rebber made a motion for that to be the deadline.  Robert Sears seconded.  All members were in favor.  
Robert Stumpf made the comment that there has not been a “calling out” meeting with everyone in the district.  He added that every meeting that he has been to there has been different people at every meeting.  

It was mentioned that the meeting with the whole district should be on a Saturday or an evening.  Tom Rebber stated that since the committee has already established the third Tuesday of the month as the meeting day it should be kept on that day.  He added that there should be contact with everyone on the contact list to see what hours work best for them so a meeting time could work for everyone.

Kathy Dayhoff-Dyer stated that there should be a total of 16 members at the meetings.
John Buckman stated that he will have Gary Robinson send John Hooker a list of everyone’s contact information for the fire departments in district 8.  Mr. Buckman also handed out a document to everyone titled; Indiana Firefighter Training System.
It was discussed about some of the counties in the district that are not in attendance at the meeting and have not been since they began.  It was mentioned that if a county is unable to make it to a meeting they could even send an e-mail to John Hooker or someone else on the committee for them to read their thoughts about things.  If they send an e-mail then their agency will be represented and they can voice their opinion on things.  

At the next meeting the members need to be ready to name the 2 people who are going to be representing their agencies.  There should be 1 career fire fighter and 1 volunteer.  
It was brought up again that there needs to be a fiscal agent to handle all of the finances and invoices for the district.  It was mentioned at a previous meeting that Shannan Hinton be the fiscal agent for the district.  There was also some discussion that if someone knows a township trustee that would want the job it would be something good for them.  

At the end of the discussion it was noted that everyone on the committee needs to think of people that they would like to have be the fiscal agent for the district.  The deadline for this is also the November 21 meeting.  

The next meeting will be Tuesday, November 21, 2006 in Brownstown at 7:00PM.  The location will be announced.  Jerry Kindred is checking into locations and he will get it to John Hooker as soon as he finds a place to hold the meeting.
