John Hooker III introduced himself to the committee.  He stated that the district has formed a committee to create a plan for the District 8 Fire Training Institute.  This is a result of the recent fireworks law that was passed.  Mr. Hooker is the committee’s facilitator.  A volunteer and paid fireman from each other the 7 counties in District 8 was asked to serve on this committee.  A representative from the two District HazMat Teams was also requested.  Valerie Luchauer from Lawrence County thought that it would be good to start with the fire departments to get some idea on training and etc… 

Everyone at the meeting introduced themselves.  After the introductions Mr. Hooker passed out a handout of information that he needed from everyone.  The handout included the following questions:

1. List of instructors in your county and their certifications.

2. Put together a list from each fire department in your county with firefighter’s names and training they have received.

3. What training courses do you think fire departments should have?

4. Are there locations in your county to hold training classes?

5. Fixed or mobile training facilities.  

Tim Deckard said that by knowing each fire fighter from each county and the training that they have received it gives us an idea of where we are going.  

Robert Stumpf told everyone that there is a spreadsheet that was sent from John Buckman that he can send to everyone after the meeting.  

Tim Deckard also told about the needs of fire fighters.  There are some things you can look at on the Department of Homeland Security website and on www.indianafirefighter.com.  John Hooker commented that everyone could fill out the spreadsheet and then return it back to Mr. Hooker so he can take a look at it.  He also said that at a later date John Buckman and Marshal Johnson should be invited to the meeting.  

All of the fire departments agreed that training for each of the fire departments to fight fires together was not necessary.   If it comes to mutual aid that is one thing but normally they won’t be working together.  

The committee discussed grant money.  Shannan Hinton let the committee know that the Columbus Fire Department received a Homeland Security Grant for the Regional HazMat Team.  The committee also thought it might be a good idea to go with a mobile training facility that could go from county to county.  

As far as training facilities, Bloomington Township Fire Department has the training room and outdoor things to train on and Bedford Fire Department has a classroom that training could be conducted in.

Steve Haverly stated that he handed out a survey to his department and a lot of people stated that they would like more live burns.  He asked the committee if they have any ideas on the costs of this.  Rob Stumpf, Jason Lewis and Mark Baranko told him about live burns that they have done.  They told him about the documentation involved and how to conduct them within the city limits and out of the city limits.  They also told him about the inspections involved in the process.  

The committee agreed as a whole that if there is grant money out there to get that they should go after it.
