1. Safety will always be the #1 priority. All trainings will begin with a safety briefing- even if it only includes how to evacuate the classroom and building in case of a fire alarm.
2. All hands-on training will utilize the ICS system. There shall always be someone in charge of the training- usually the Lead Instructor. Someone shall also be responsible for safety and accountability. This may all be the same person if the span of control allows.

3. Safety considerations during the planning phase shall include a task analysis/ hazard/risk analysis the training, including weather, time of day, student level of health, training, and experience, prop/equipment safety, adequate PPE, outside resources, emergency medical services, condition of training site, etc. and the ways to minimize or eliminate these hazards. 

4. Instructors shall enforce a no “horseplay” policy and no hazing policy during training.

5. Instructors shall establish appropriate rehabilitation to ensure students take adequate rest breaks and rehydrate frequently during training.

6. All live fire trainings shall include at least one trained and certified Safety Officer.

7. All training will strictly follow the prescribed curriculum and/ or relevant and applicable training standard. This includes all local ordinances, state rules and regulations, and national training standards.

8. Any student or instructor shall stop a training event any time they witness an unsafe act.
9. Instructors will notify the host department and/or training hub of any missing or defective training props, equipment or tools, so that they can be repaired or replaced as soon as possible.

10. All hands-on skills trainings will conclude with safety/lessons learned critique so that students have an opportunity to ask questions and/or voice comments or concerns.
