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Code of Conduct
The Code of Conduct is a policy of the District 8 Training Council and is a policy for all training classes that are part of the Indiana Firefighter Training System (IFTS).  

Student Rights and Responsibilities:
It is the personal responsibility of each student attending a class that is part of the IFTS to be aware of, support, and abide by the IFTS’s Code of Conduct and applicable District Training Council’s policies.  

These rights and responsibilities apply to all students and instructors while under the jurisdiction of the District Training Council. This includes student/instructor behavior at class, and while involved in outside class activities. Student/instructor who contravenes the Code of Conduct will be subject to disciplinary action from the Lead Instructor/District Training Council or District Training Coordinator. This policy statement seeks to clarify expectations, provide support for behavioral change, and resolve any discipline problems.  All discipline activities will be under review by the District Training Council.  

General and Responsibilities
Each student and instructor has the right to be treated, at all times, with respect and dignity.  Each student has the right, unless removed following due process, to attend classes and participate in a full range of class and non-class activities.  Each student has the responsibility to attend classes regularly and to be punctual.  Each student has the responsibility to behave in a manner, which does not distract, disrupt, offend or endanger self/others or cause damage to hosting department’s property or equipment.  

Dress

All students who attend a class sponsored by the District Training Council and funded through the IFTS shall wear appropriate clothing to be able to participate in training.  Wear properly fitted protective clothing at all times during the conduct of practical skills training.  Footwear must be worn at all times.  Backless footwear is not allowed.  Revealing clothing or clothing that exposes the torso is not allowed. Examples include, but are not limited to, see-through garments, mini-skirts or mini-dresses, halters, backless dresses, tops or dresses with spaghetti straps, tube tops or tank tops with or without over blouses (long shirts), jackets, or shirts or blouses tied at the midriff, and bare midriff outfits.  Clothing which is not worn appropriately, is not properly fastened, or has tears that are *indecent will not be permitted. All trousers, including oversized or low-hanging trousers, must be worn and secured at waist level.
Class attendance

All students are expected to attend as many classes as possible.  Students must notify the Instructor if they are going to be late or absent.  Students are required to be in the classroom at the start of the class.  If a student starts a course funded by the sate, and drops out for no reason, they will be restricted from taking any state funded training for the next year from the start of the course.  The students department will be requested to note in their files of the restriction.
